Others present included Cathy McGahuey, Tyler Meusburger and Shanda Stumpf.  The meeting was called to order at 1:04 p.m. by Vice Chair Larry Keller. A motion to approve the agenda was made by Christensen, second by Dixon. Motion carried.  Murphy made a motion to approve the minutes of the July 11 meeting and was second by Shelley. Motion carried.  Lester updated the board on another vehicle getting struck by lightning while parked in Corning and she is waiting on estimates on vehicle.  She also advised the new bus ordered over a year ago has arrived at Hoglund, however, the tie down tracks that were to be 8’ arrived only being 8”. Hoglund has ordered the tracks to correct the issue.  The driver shortage in Osceola is still high.  Lester advised she has posted help wanted ads on Facebook, and advertised in the Osceola paper and The Advertiser in that area. The posting will be put in the Exchange, advertised on Job Search KSIB and on the KSOI Murray radio to hopefully attract the attention of new applicants.  The town to town routes are going good but still operating at a small loss. Lester will continue to track each month. Cathy McGahuey was advised after the discussion on the shortage of drivers, the transportation from north of Grand River to Mt. Ayr RCSS on a daily basis is still unavailable at this time. Lester will continue to update her on any changes in the driver situation.  Tyler Meusberger and Shanda Stumpf provided the board a presentation on U.S. Cellular proposal to combine existing tablet service and cell phone service together, reducing cell phone costs to Southern Iowa Trolley. Shelley made the motion to move cell service to U.S. Cellular from Chat Mobility.  Dixon 2nd the motion and the motion carried. The Ridership and financial reports were discussed. Shelley made the motion to approve both, Christensen 2nd and motion carried.  Murphy made the motion to approve the disbursements made from Jul 20-Sep 25th, Shelley 2nd the motion and motion carried. Lester updated the board in reference to the formal complaint 19FC:0057 made by Tiffany Johnson on May 28th, 2019, she had received the dismissal order from the IPIB Chair, stating “THIS MATTER comes before the Iowa Public Information Board (IPIB) for review of completion of the Informal Resolution.  The IPIB finds that the terms of the Informal Resolution have been successfully completed. Pursuant to the terms of the Informal Resolution this complaint should be dismissed as successfully resolved.  IT IS THEREFORE ORDERED that this complaint is dismissed as successfully resolved. So ordered this 15th day of August, 2019.” No further action is required.  A discussion on ridership in Decatur County was held and Christensen requested we track Leon/Lamoni requests for transportation for the next several weeks. Lester advised that would be done and she will email information tracked end of next month. Christensen made the motion to adjourn the meeting at 14:05, second by Murphy and motion carried.  The next scheduled board meeting will be held on November 22nd in the Southern Iowa Trolley Conference Room at 1 pm.
