BOARD MEETING MINUTES

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The Board of Trustees of Southern Iowa Trolley met in regular session on January 27, 2022, in person and by electronic means to the provisions of the Iowa Open Law Meetings Law, Section 21.8, Code of Iowa. The meeting was open to the public and those supervisor’s attending in person were Merlin Dixon, Rick Friday, Steve Shelley, Larry Keller, Colby Holmes, and Dan Christensen. Others in person were Tim Ostroski from SICOG and Chris Nelson from Gronewold, Bell, Kyhnn & Co. P.C. Others attending via zoom was Allen Lester / SIT. Shelley called the meeting to order at 1:00 pm. Friday made the motion to approve the agenda, Holmes’s 2nd motion carried. Chris Nelson, from Gronewold, Bell, Kyhnn & Co. P.C., provided the group with an overview of Southern Iowa Trolley’s FY21 Audit. Copies were provided to the supervisors to take to their county auditor’s and Taylor County copy will be mailed due to the absence of Wilmarth. The audit will be posted on the S.I.T. website. After the audit update Friday made a motion to approve the December 17th meeting minutes, motion second by Keller. Motion carried. Larry Keller, Clarke County Supervisor, advised the group, he had submitted his resignation as supervisor in Clarke County. For the election of 2022 board officers, Keller nominated Christensen as Chair. Friday made a motion to elect Colby Holmes and Pam Wilmarth to serve as Chair and Vice Chair, respectively. Dixon 2nd this motion and motion carried with Colby Holmes serving as Chair, Pam Wilmarth as Vice Chair and Friday to remain as Secretary/Treasurer due to being Union County supervisor on the S.I.T. Board. Lester advised the board the ridership was continuing to increase in most of the counties. Keller made the motion to approve the report, Holmes’s 2nd and motion carried. Financial reports were discussed with Keller making a motion to approve. Friday 2nd and motion carried. Dixon made the motion to approve disbursements from December 27-January 25th, Keller 2nd and motion carried. Lester presented the board with the FY23 proposed Budget and Wage Increase proposal and advised she hoped to have FTA & STA funding estimates next month in order to approve FY23 Budget, Wage Increase and Consolidated Grant at March 24th meeting. Lester updated the board on S.I.T. staff and that there is still no update on delivery date for the last three replacement vehicle’s that were ordered March 2021. Keller made a motion at 1:46 to adjourn, Holmes’s 2nd and motion carried. The next scheduled meeting will be Thursday, March 24th at 1:00 pm. The meeting is open to the public and persons with disabilities.
