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The Board of Trustees of Southern Iowa Trolley met in regular session on June 23rd, 2022, in person and by electronic means to the provisions of the Iowa Open Law Meetings Law, Section 21.8, Code of Iowa. The meeting was open to the public and those attending in person were Rick Friday, Larry Keller, Merlin Dixon, Colby Holmes, Steve Shelley, Pam Wilmarth and Jessica Hagen/SICOG. Others attending via zoom were Dan Christensen and Allen Lester/SIT. Holmes called the meeting to order at 1:03 pm. Shelley made a motion to adopt the agenda, Keller 2nd the motion, motion carried. Wilmarth made a motion to approve the April 28th  minutes and was 2nd by Friday. Motion carried. Ridership was reviewed and Keller made the motion to approve, Dixon 2nd and motion carried. Shelley made a motion to approve the financials, Wilmarth 2nd and motion carried. Wilmarth made the motion to approve disbursements from April 28th-June 22, Keller 2nd and motion carried. Lester advised the board that Great Western Bank had changed names to First Interstate Bank and the drivers would still be making deposits in FIB in Osceola, Leon, and Mt. Ayr. To update Southern Iowa Trolley information in the FIB system, all board members, transit director, and fiscal assistant were provided client information forms to be filled out and returned to FIB. Friday made a motion to approve FIB signatories as Leesa Lester/Transit Director, Kristine Kautz/Fiscal Assistant, and all current supervisors including Colby Holmes, Pam Wilmarth, Rick Friday, Steve Shelley, Larry Keller, Dan Christensen, and Merlin Dixon. If a supervisor leaves the SIT board, Lester will advise FIB and their authorization will be removed. Keller 2nd the motion and motion carried. Due to the bank name change Lester requested review and approval of multiple policy/procedures. Shelley made the motion to approve the review on all as presented. Dixon 2nd the motion and motion carried. Lester then updated the board on the town-to-town routes. She advised the Greenfield-Creston-Greenfield, would continue to operate as it had but the Osceola-Murray-Osceola was not going to be able to continue due to reduced ridership, economic conditions, and driver availability. Due to the change in service, Lester will be submitting a request for public comments in the local papers and will be sending letters to those the cancellation in service may affect. All comments received will be reviewed at the next scheduled meeting. Lester tabled the 28E Agreement review until January 2023. She advised the board she had received word that the three vehicles that had been ordered in March 2021, were going to cost an estimated $30,000 more each than what was originally quoted, drivers wanted had been reposted for all areas with Iowa Workforce and that several applications had come in, with one being hired so far. She also advised she is working on health insurance quotes for full time employees and lastly the FY23 insurance premium will see a reduction of $6,023 due to a credit on disposed vehicles. Shelley made the motion to adjourn at 1:52 pm, Dixon 2nd and motion carried. The next scheduled meeting will be Friday, August 19th, at 1:00 pm.
