The Board of Trustees of Southern Iowa Trolley met in regular session on March 28th, 2019, with the following members present, Larry Keller, Dan Christensen, Kraig Pennington, Steve Shelley, Jerry Murphy, Rick Friday, Merlin Dixon, Leesa Lester, Transit Director, and Judith Butcher from Southern Iowa Trolley. Others present included Tiffany Johnson, Beth Knutstrom, TJ Dunphy, Jon Moberg, Leslie Wurster, Elizabeth Gilbert, Andrea Skellenger, LuAnn Kaufman, Daniel Kilborn, Emily Selsor, Gerry Gilbert and Sarah/Creston News Advertiser.  The meeting was called to order at 1 p.m. by Kraig Pennington. Lester presented revised agendas for both regular scheduled meeting and the public hearing on the FY20 Consolidated Grant. A motion to approve the agendas was made by Shelley, second by Keller. Motion carried. Murphy made a motion to approve the minutes of the February 1st minutes and was second by Keller. Motion carried. Due to the large number of others present, Pennington opened the floor for discussion on the 2019-2020 Town to Town Routes that are currently being operated and open to the general public. Several present expressed concerns about the possibility of canceling these services. Lester explained the shortage of qualified driver’s is the biggest concern and is actively trying to find qualified personnel to fill the shortage. At the conclusion of the discussion, the regular meeting continued. The ridership and financial reports were discussed and a motion was made by Shelley to approve both, second by Christensen. Motion carried. Motion to approve disbursements made by Lester from February5th–March 27th was made by Shelley and second by Christensen. Motion carried. 

A motion was made by Shelley at 13:56 to open the Public Hearing for the FY20 Consolidated Grant. Friday second and motion carried. Lester explained a revision on the consolidated grant was made to the financial assistance from the State Transit Assistance and Federal Transit Assistance from $361,442 and $421,998 to $348,977 and $438,510 respectively. The amount of Federal transit assistance to support capital equipment purchases revised from $240,975 to $230,010 for three light duty buses with wheelchair lifts and surveillance systems and there was no change made on the $140,250 for three ADA equipped mini-vans with surveillance systems.  Lester nor any board members received any public comments.  A motion to close the public hearing was made by Shelley, second by Friday and motion carried. 

The regular session resumed and a motion to approve the revised FY20 budget with revised state and federal assistance, to increase driver starting wage from $9.50 to $10.00, and to increase two drivers currently below the $10.00 wage to $10.00 was made by Murphy, second by Shelley and motion carried. A motion to adjourn was made my Murphy at 14:30, second by Shelley and motion carried.
